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Abstract. The article deals with the problem of spiritual aspects of the individual (in particular, its spiritual abilities)
and subjective well-being. Works focused on the study of the connection between spirituality and subjective well-being
are analyzed. There is a weak development of this issue in domestic psychology and great interest in its study in foreign
psychological science. Factors affecting the state of subjective well-being of a person (based on different contexts) are
described — situational, cultural, personal. Studies are considered that reflect the influence of behavioral cultural
intelligence, emotional and spiritual intelligence on subjective well-being. The goal of the author's research is
formulated — to identify the connection of the components of spiritual abilities with subjective well-being (life
satisfaction and subjective happiness). The study involved 144 people, of whom 113 were female (78.5 %); age 18-
23 years (M = 19.51; SD=0,92). The results obtained indicate the presence of a significant positive connection between
spiritual abilities (their subcomponents related to the three components of spiritual abilities: moral, mental,
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transcendental) with the indicators of the components of subjective well-being (reflecting its cognitive and affective
aspects). The study shows what important role the spiritual sphere of the personality (its spiritual abilities) plays in a
person's life, making up the basis for a sense of subjective well-being — satisfaction with life and subjective happiness.
The results obtained are important not only scientifically, but also practically, showing the possibility of gaining a sense
of fullness and joy of life, obtaining satisfaction from it through the actualization of spiritual abilities.
